 I will treat players, fans, officials, parents, and coaches with respect, 
regardless of religion, race sex, creed, or ability.  I will hold the players 
accountable for exhibiting the same respect. 

 

 I will support the policies and procedures of the Pray then Play Sports 
Ministry.  I will be mindful that in all that I do I am representing Christ's 
Church, and my purpose is to build His Kingdom.  I will do so to the best of 
my ability.   

 

 I will lead, by example, demonstrating Christian love, fair play, 
sportsmanship to all players, fans, officials, parents, and coaches.  I will 
address all players, fans, officials, parents and coaches only if it is in an 
encouraging and positive manner.
